Information must be written (or emailed) and 

reasons must be given for requests made. 

Please note that these are parent requests - 

students are given separate opportunities to 

nominate who they believe they work and play 

well with. We are giving this opportunity for a 

parent perspective.  
 

Information related to preferred social 

groupings, or socially difficult situations, are 

most welcome.  Again, please ensure this is 

put in writing.  
 

While it is possible that a child may be placed 

with the same teacher of two consecutive 

years, this is not  a given. We will make every 

effort to avoid any teacher teaching the same 

child for more than two years across their 

primary schooling. Requests for a teacher of a 

particular gender will not be considered. 

Requests for your child not to be placed with a 

particular teacher may be made. It is preferable 

that you make an appointment, or a phone call 

to the principal in such situations. Reasons 

must be outlined. These will be kept 

confidential.  
 

Written information must be received by 

the Principal by Friday, November 13th. 

Late response cannot be considered.  
 

It must be stressed that while requests from 

parents are seriously considered, they may not 

be met for a variety of reasons. A written 

request is not a guarantee that the preference 

will be met.  Parent requests are only one of 

the factors considered when classes are being 

created..  

Other factors include:: 

*    maintaining the ration of boys and girls 

*    personal relationships between students 

*    ensuring a balance of ability 

*    student requests (students write down their  

     preferences too) 

*    Education Department requirements (e.g.    

       smaller classes in the Junior School) 

*    parent information 

*    teacher information
